Is this the right choice for the hundreds
place? Explain why or why not.

b. Next, Dona said, “It doesn’t matter what number I choose for the other places,
because I put the biggest number in the hundreds place, and hundreds are bigger than
tens and ones.” Is she correct? Explain.
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
